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w5 Student Survival Guide for a 19-Hour Bus Ride

1. Claim Your Comfort Early
Bring the “Big Three”:

e Neck pillow (the memory foam kind is worth it)

¢ Small blanket or hoodie

e Eye mask + earplugs or noise-canceling headphones
Temperature and light change constantly on buses — be ready.

2. Pack a “Go Bag” You Can Reach
You don’t want to dig through the overhead compartment on a moving bus.
Keep this in your seat bag:
¢ Snacks that don’t melt or crumble (jerky, granola bars) All food must be peanut/tree nut free.
Refillable water bottle

[ ]
e Travel-size toiletries (a toothbrush like Colgate Wisp, wipes, deodorant!!)
e Portable charger + cables (there is no guarantee that the bus will have plugs)
¢ Hand sanitizer
o  Shirt to change into at breakfast stop

3. Manage Your Body

Hydrate—but strategically
Sip throughout the trip, but avoid chugging to reduce restroom runs.
Stretch every few hours
When the bus stops:
e  Walk around
e Roll your shoulders
e Stretch calves/hamstrings
e Do ankle rotations (prevents swelling)

4. Entertainment Rotation Strategy
Nineteen hours is too long to rely on just one thing.
Load up before you leave:
e Offline movies/shows (no R rated, even for yourself!)
Music playlists
Podcasts
A book or Kindle
A couple of games that work offline
e Something low-effort for when you’re tired (like puzzles or casual games)
Switch activities every 1-2 hours so you don’t burn out.

5. Eat Smart
Avoid foods that are:
e  Super salty
e Greasy
e Likely to upset your stomach
Aim for snacks that keep you full and stable:
e Protein bars
e Fresh fruit
e Crackers
o All food must be peanut/tree nut free
Bus-stop food is off limits. We do not have time for 224 students to make purchases!

6. Dress in Layers
Bus AC is either set to Antarctica or Tropical Jungle. Never in-between.
Wear:
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Comfy pants (athletic or joggers)
T-shirt
Hoodie/zip-up
Socks you don’t mind sleeping in

7. Prepare for Sleep
Even a couple good hours helps a ton.

Tips:
o Put pillow between your shoulder and window — more stable
e Recline slightly (don’t be that person who goes full horizontal)
e Put on white noise or a quiet playlist
e Avoid caffeine after the first few hours

8. Mental Prep: Set Expectations
Long bus rides are tiring even when everything goes right.
Think of it as:
e A travel day, not a productive day
¢ A slow adventure
e Forced downtime (in a good way)
The right mindset helps a lot.

Bonus: Things You’ll Be Glad You Brought
e A garbage-bag or plastic bag for your own trash
e Tissues
e Anpen
e Backup headphones (trust me)
